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I. Introduction 

Take A Note is a versatile note taking application with direct access to your notes 
from any PC or Mac computer. You can browse all your notes as text, sound and 
image files, copy these files to your computer and even add existing text documents 
as new notes. 

Take A Note has everything you need for your note taking on the go: four types of 
notes, custom categories, search, send by email functions and very nice interface. 

Take A Note uses Wi-Fi connection to give you full access to your notes from a 
desktop computer. Once files with notes are on your device, you do not need Wi-Fi 
for working with them. 

II. Connecting to the iPhone or iPod Touch running Take A Note as 
shared network drive 

Take A Note uses WebDAV protocol to share its data with other computers via Wi-Fi 
Network. Many popular operating systems and programs have the ability to mount 
WebDAV resource as a network drive. 

In general case, you need to know device IP address and port as well as login and 
password to access your device. 

Please note that when you are establishing connection between your iPod Touch 
and computer: 

1. Take A Note application should be running on your device 

2. Your computer and iPhone/iPod Touch should be connected to the same Wi-Fi 
router or belong to the same local network.

II.1. Windows XP connection 

1. Open the Start menu and select My Network Places. 
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2. At the Network Tasks panel (you can find it on the left part of the window) 
click Add a Network Place. Network Place Wizard will be launched. 

3. Click “Next”  at the Add Network 
Place Wizard welcome screen. 

4. Select “Choose another network 
location”  and then click “Next” . 

5. Type "http://" and Take A Note IP 
address and port. This information 
is displayed on the “Wi-Fi Access” 
tab on your iPhone/iPod Touch. 

6. Enter the name for this new 
connection or leave a default one. 

7. Press “Finish” . Please ensure that “Open this network place when I click 
Finish” is checked.  

If you enabled password protection inside Take A Note, you will be prompted to enter 
your username and password. Make sure you are entering username and password 
that are displayed in Take A Note "Wi-Fi Access"  tab. Also, please note that 
Windows XP may ask you to enter the password several times. 

As a result you should get Take A Note network drive mounted and ready to use. 

To reconnect to Take A Note in the future, first make sure that Take A Note is 
running. Open the Start menu and click “My Network Places” . Find the network 
drive under Network Locations and double-click it. 

II.2. Windows Vista connection 

1. Open the Start menu and select My Network Places. 

2. Open the Start menu and select Computer 

3. Click Map network drive at the toolbar 
on top of the Computer window. 

4. Choose a drive letter in the drop-down 
menu. 

5. Type "http://" and Take A Note IP 
address and port. This information is 
displayed on the “Wi-Fi Access” tab on 
your iPhone/iPod Touch. Make sure the 
“Reconnect at login” box is unchecked.  

If you enabled password protection inside Take A Note, you will be prompted to enter 
your username and password. Make sure you are entering username and password 
that are displayed in Take A Note "Wi-Fi Access"  tab. Also, please note that 
Windows Vista may ask you to enter the password several times. 

As a result you should get Take A Note network drive mounted and ready to use. 
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To reconnect to Take A Note in the future, first make sure that Take A Note is 
running. Open the Start menu and click Computer. Find the network drive under 
Network Locations and double-click it. 

After the drive is set up, when you decide to enable a password, or change your 
current username/password for Take A Note you will need to do the following: 

1. Open the Start menu and select Computer. 

2. Find the Take A Note network drive under Network Locations. 

3. Right click on the Take A Note network drive and select Disconnect. 

4. Set up the drive again as described above. 

II.3. Mac OS X connection 

1. Click on the Finder icon 

2. Select the “Connect to Server...” item in the Go menu. You can use � K 
shortcut as well. 

3. Type "http://" and Take A Note IP address and port. This information is 
displayed on the “Wi-Fi Access” tab on your iPhone/iPod Touch. 

4. Press “Connect”  button. You can also add a server to “Favorite Servers” list. 

If you enabled password protection inside Take A Note, you will be prompted to enter 
your username and password. Make sure you are entering username and password 
that are displayed in Take A Note "Wi-Fi Access"  tab.  

As a result you should get Shared Disk mounted on your Mac. You can also enable 
“Connected servers” setting at Finder Preferences� General to show it on the 
Desktop. 
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III. Adding and editing notes 

With Take A Note you can create text, sound, photo and drawing notes. You can 
create them directly on your device or add existing files from your computer as new 
notes. Text files (.txt), sound files (.caf), photo files (.jpg) and image files (.png)  
correspond to text, voice, photo and drawing notes respectively. 

  

 

III.1. Creating text notes 

To create new text note open “Add” tab within Take A Note and select “Text Note” 
from the list. To edit a text note just choose it from the list at “Notes” tab 

 

1. To edit text note open “Text” tab and 
make desired changes. 

2. You can assign a category to your note by 
opening “Category” tab and choosing 
proper category from the list or creating 
new one. 

3. To save your changes tap “Back” button. 

4. Tap  button to delete a note you are 
viewing now. 

5. button can be used to send your note 
via email. 

Please note that you can edit text notes in 
landscape device orientation. 
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III.2. Recording audio notes 

To create new voice note open “Add” tab within Take A Note and select “Audio 
Note” from the list. To listen existing audio note just choose it from the list at 
“Notes” tab. 

 

1. To start recoding sound tap  button. 

2. You can pause it anytime pressing . 

3. Tapping  will finish current recording 
session. 

4. You can assign a category to your note 
by opening “Category” tab and choosing 
proper category from the list or creating 
new one. 

5. You can add a text comment to audio 
note. Just open “Comment” tab and enter 
comment text. 

6. Tap  button to delete a note you are 
viewing now. 

7.  button can be used to send your note 
by email as sound file. 

 

III.3. Drawing notes 

To draw a new note open “Add” tab within Take A Note and select “Draw Note” 
from the list. To edit existing drawing note just choose it from the list at “Notes” tab. 

 

1. Tap  to select pencil tool. Just touch a 
screen and move your finger to draw. 

2. Use  tool to erase a part of your 
drawing. 

3. You can change thickness of the pencil 
and eraser using  

4. “Scroll hand”  allows you to scroll 
trough the drawing area.  

5. You can assign a category to your note 
by opening “Category” tab and choosing 
proper category from the list or creating 
new one. 

6. You can add a text comment to audio 
note. Just open “Comment” tab and enter 
comment text.

7. Tap  button to delete a note you are viewing now. 

8. button is used to send your note by email as PNG image file. 

III.4. Making photo notes 

To create a new photo note open “Add” tab within Take A Note and select “Photo 
Note” from the List. To edit existing photo note just choose it from the list at “Notes” 
tab. 

 

1. Tap  to select existing image from 
your photo library. 

2. Use  to make a new image using your 
iPhone camera.  

3. You can assign a category to your note 
by opening “Category” tab and choosing 
proper category from the list or creating 
new one. 

4. You can add a text comment to audio 
note. Just open “Comment” tab and enter 
comment text. 

5. Tap  button to delete a note you are 
viewing now. 

6. button is used to send your note by 
email as JPG image file. 
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IV. Managing categories 

You can think about categories as folders where you are storing the notes or label that 
you may put on a note. There are 5 pre-defined categories: All, Text, Audio, Drawing, 
Photo; which represent notes of the corresponding type. Also you can create any 
number of custom categories, however you can apply only one category at a time to 
single note. 

When you are accessing your notes using Take A Note as shared network drive, every 
custom category is represented as folder with files that represent individual notes. 
You can create new folder on shared network drive and it will immediately appear as 
a category within Take A Note. 

  

A number near category name shows you the number of notes that you have put there. 

You can assign a category to your note by opening “Category” tab when you are 
editing the note and choosing proper category from the list. To add new category just 
press “+” button and enter its name. 

To delete a category, open "Notes" tab and tap at disclosure button (small circle with 
arrow) near category name. You will see a dialog window where you can delete a 
category or change its name. 
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V. Using Search 

 

Take A Note supports both search for a 
keyword or phrase you have entered within 
title, text and comment of the note. Title search 
works instantly while � ontent search may take 
some time. 

To search for a particular note open “Search” 
tab and enter keyword or phrase you are 
looking for. You can switch between Title and 
Content search using buttons below search bar. 

 

 

VI. Settngs 

Some of the Take A Note features can be accessed through Settings screen. To open 

Settings push  button at the top left corner of “Notes” tab.  

Passcode Lock allows you to turn on/off password protection for entire application. 

Font settings lets you change font style and size. 

Take A Note uses special algorithm to improve quality when playing your notes, 
however for some notes it could result in sound glitches. Use Volume Boost setting to 
turn it off/on.
